Tradition 6:

An A.A. group ought never endorse, finance, or
lend the A.A. name to any related facility or
outside enterprise, lest problems of money,
property, and prestige divert us from our primary
purpose.

Concept 6:

The Conference recognizes that the «chief
initiative and active responsibility in most world
service matters should be exercised by the
trustee members of the Conference acting as the
General Service Board.

Happy Hour Group that meets at 6:30 pm at the

2. Dawn, you identify as being “Blessed by
Alcoholism.” What do you mean by that?

| am blessed by alcoholism because if it hadn’t
been for alcohol, | wouldn’t have found
Alcoholics Anonymous (AA) and been gifted
with the life | have today. Today | am connected
with friends, family, AA, and God that would not
have been possible without AA.

3. You are passionate about AA. Why?
| love AA because AA changes people inside out.

4. Getting sober is not easy. What was getting
sober like for you?

Getting sober was excruciatingly painful and
wonderful. Getting sober stopped the voices in
my head. It stopped the demonic dreams. It
stopped the yearning for alcohol.

5. AA gives us a program of recovery. What are
the keys to your sobriety?

For me the key to sobriety is to “keep coming
back.” | also pray and meditate daily. Meetings
and prayers recharge my batteries.

6. Many newcomers struggle with finding a
Higer Power. How has your concept of a Higher
Power changed?

My concept of a Higher Power grows as |
become more open-minded. Words are
inadequate to describe my Higher Power today.
