Why
or why not? The 71st General Service Conference passed two advisory actions to develop a Fifth
Edition of the Big Book.

a. First, that a Fifth Edition of the Big Book, Alcoholics Anonymous, be developed, including an
update of stories to better reflect current membership, keeping in mind the 1995 Advisory Action
that “The first 164 pages of the Big Book, Alcoholics Anonymous, the Preface, the Forewords,
‘The Doctor’s Opinion,” ‘Doctor Bob’s Nightmare’ and the Appendices remain as is.”

b. Second, that “Pending its development, the draft Fifth Edition of the Big Book would include a
new foreword, an updated preface, and updates to expand on existing ideas in Appendices llI
and V.” There are two requests in the background that were combined into this single item.

i. The first one cites the second advisory action noted above and expresses the
sentiment that the protection of Bill’s writings from the 1995 Advisory Action was
taken away by the actions of the 71st Conference. They also note that updates to
Appendices Il and V can be via additional information immediately following the
existing text of the respective appendix.

ii. The second submission included in this item also asks that no changes be made to the

Big Book except for updating stories. The reasoning behind their proposal is that they
feel that outside issues are being brought into A.A. and into A.A. literature. They
quote Tradition 10 and the Preamble as well as our co-founder Bill Wilson. There is a
comparison to the Washingtonian Movement and how outside issues destroyed that
movement and how they feel Alcoholics Anonymous is heading in that direction. The
submitter also expressed concerns on “cancelling pronouns” being the start of
changes throughout the literature with of a possible progression of removing “musts”
to eventually removing God.

Does your group feel that changes to our A.A. literature are done at a pace that keeps our

primary purpose in mind? Why or why not?

a. This submission comes from a long-time member who feels that “considering making any
changes to the Big Book and any literature is a mistake while the world is challenged by distance
due to the Covid-19 pandemic.” He asks us to keep the lesson of the Washingtonians in mind

i In 2021, the Conference approved the development of the Fourth Edition of the Spanish Big Book. History
regarding the development of the current Third Edition is in the background, along with requests for
revisions related to translation “errors and omissions” sent in by members over the years. The progress
report includes information on the working group timeline and call for stories, with plans for presentations
and story writing workshops at numerous A.A. events. A call for stories will come soon. The seven members

on this working group have been chosen for their experience as native Spanish-speaking members of the
Fellowship. Their heritage includes Mexico, Central and South America, Spain, and the Caribbean and they
are all very active in service at different levels. The working group will collect stories from the broad
diversity of Hispanic A.A. members in the U.S./Canada structure only, noting that countries outside the
U.S./Canada structure can obtain licenses from A.A.W.S. that would allow original stories from their
respective countries to be included in Big Book editions they publish themselves. The working group is
mindful of translation concerns. The Publishing department will work with a professional translator to
provide drafts, which the members of the working group will then review in sections to ensure that the text
encompasses the diversity of the Spanish-speaking population. They will use the list of corrections and
suggestions received as a reference when they review the drafts from Publishing, and they are taking notes
on what they hear from the Fellowship.

ii. LITERATURE MEETING DISTRICT 81 MARCH 16™, 2022:
i. We all agreed a favorable approval of requested revisions.

Review progress report regarding the translation of the book Alcoholics Anonymous (Fourth
Edition) into plain and simple language.

i In 2021, the Conference approved a recommendation that a draft version of the book, Alcoholics
Anonymous (Fourth Edition), be translated into plain and simple language and be developed in a way that
is accessible and relatable to as wide of an audience as possible. The detailed progress report from the
Tools to Access the Big Book (TABB) subcommittee is available in the background. TABB reviewed all the
feedback from the Fellowship on the video that was made available last year by a previous subcommittee
(RIPTAB). Some information on their review carries over into the related Item L below. The TABB

subcommittee also reviewed a number of proposed agenda items sent in this year to stop the development

of a plain language Big Book. Of note in these proposals were concerns regarding political intentions,
eradication of God, and the removal of all gendered language. The TABB subcommittee affirmed in the
report that the objective is to achieve a translation into plain language that meets the accessibility needs of
those with a 5th grade reading level. The request to prospective translators noted specifically that “we are
seeking simplification of vocabulary, syntax and style to bring it into alignment with current plain language
guidelines” and that “sensitivity to A.A.-specific language will be key.” While the translator is a professional,
this will be a collaborative effort. A.A. members through the TABB subcommittee, G.S.0., the trustees’
Literature Committee and ultimately the General Service Conference will guide the process. Also in the
report is a roadmap to guide workflows and address the unique circumstances of this sort of translation,
including touchpoints with the General Service Conference. Of particular note is that some unedited
samples of the translated text from the Big Book are included in this report. While very preliminary in
nature, the TABB subcommittee recognizes that there is “a high level of interest in the process for the plain
and simple language translation, and that there are those with concerns regarding the intent of this project.
It is hoped that this early transparency, and of sharing materials that have yet to even be edited, will serve
to provide the Conference Committee on Literature the opportunity to see exactly where this project is at
this point in time and offer any early feedback that they may have.”

L. ReV|ew progress report regarding requests to develop study guide workbooks for A.A.

In 2021, the Conference Literature committee requested that the trustees’ Literature
committee consider the development of workbooks to help study the program of Alcoholics
Anonymous, as reflected in the most current edition of the book, Alcoholics Anonymous, and
that a feasibility report be brought back to the 2022 Conference Committee on Literature. This
year the trustees’ Literature committee also received proposed agenda items to consider
creating an individualized workbook to accompany the Big Book, and the development of a
contemporary and comprehensive new workbook to study the Twelve Steps, Traditions and
Concepts. A detailed progress report from the Tools to Access the Big Book (TABB) subcommittee
is available in the background, along with the report from a previous subcommittee (RIPTAB).
There is some overlap in the report from the related Item K above. In January 2022, the trustees’
Literature Committee discussed the work done by the TABB subcommittee regarding requests to
develop study guide workbooks for A.A. The committee agreed on requesting feedback from the
Fellowship on the following options:

Option 1 — Take no action, as suggested by the 1985 advisory action which reaffirmed
previous Conference actions that there was no need for a Step study guide.

Option 2 — Turn to the Grapevine and leverage its ample archive of articles on
practicing the Steps to show variation in approach and style. Future Grapevine
podcasts could serve a supplemental role and help enrich this effort.

Option 3 — Create a General Service Conference-approved study guide workbook to
aid in studying the Twelve Steps. Possibly with inclusion of the Twelve Traditions and
Twelve Concepts. Note: Options 2 and 3 to primarily be a print-based product, with the
potential of supporting and/or companion material via digital, video, and/or podcast.

Option 3 - Create a General Service Conference-approved study guide workbook to aid
in studying the Twelve Steps. (Other 12 Step Programs have them. It could be a useful
tool. They already have individual Step Work books.)

Discuss changes to the text of the book Twelve Steps and Twelve Traditions as directed by the
71st General Service Conference.

i. In 2021, three recommendations to change the book Twelve Steps and Twelve
Traditions were passed by substantial unanimity at the 71st Conference.

ii. 1. Arevision was made to page 117, replacing the phrase “mate of the opposite sex”
with the word “partner.”

iii. 2. Arevision was made on page 66 in the chapter “Step Six” to replace the sentence
"No one wants to be angry enough to murder, lustful enough to rape, gluttonous
enough to ruin his health.” The new sentence is: “No one wants to commit the deadly
sins of anger, lust or gluttony.”

iv. 3. The long form of each Tradition is now included at the end of each essay for that
Tradition in the book (with the complete set of Traditions still at the back of the book
as before). New printings of the book in 2021-2022 have included these changes.

V. The General Service Office has since received 40 requests to reverse or rescind one or
more of these changes, and/or to preserve, unaltered, the text of the book Twelve Steps
and Twelve Traditions, as originally published. The proposed agenda items, excerpts of
which are sampled in the background information, fell broadly into four categories: 1.
References to previous Conference advisory actions and the sentiment that Bill’s writing
should not be changed. 2. The “slippery slope” concern, that these changes could lead
to endless future changes. 3. That the COVID pandemic, or other issues, didn’t allow for
a fully informed group conscience. 4. That the changes are the result of outside issues
and therefore not in keeping with Tradition 10, or other Traditions. Also in the
background is a History of Proposed Changes and Editorial Updates (2002 — Current) for
Twelve Steps and Twelve Traditions prepared by the Archives department.

vi. LITERATURE MEETING DISTRICT 81 MARCH 16™, 2022:

i. Unanimously agreed to requests to reverse or rescind all of these changes, and
to preserve, unaltered, the text of the book Twelve Steps and Twelve
Traditions, as originally published.
Consider an update of the book Experience, Strength and Hope.
